· Chris Harman: Was a British journalist and political activist.

In his article, Harman shows the following graphics extracted from a work carried out by the French economists Gérard Dumenil and Dominique Lévy (Figure 1) and by the British historian Robert Brenner (figure 2)
Figure 1: Profit rates in USA counting (-) and minus (--) the impact of financial contribution.

Harman also points out that Gerard Dumenil and Dominique Levy calculated that between 1950 and 2000, the rate of profit in USA declined 37%.
Figure 2: Rates of net profit of the manufacturing sector in USA, Germany and Japan
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(*) Profit rate for Germany refers to West Germany 1950-1990 and Germany 1991-2000.

Harman notes also that Robert Brenner estimated that between 1950 and 2000 in USA the rate of profit fell 43%, in Germany fell 73% and in Japan between 1957 and 2000 fell 81%.

Harman mentions that Anwar Shaikh (Pakistani economist) and Ertuğrul AHMET TONAK (Turkish economist) estimate that between 1948 and 1989, "the Marxian rate of profit (in USA) drops almost 33%"
